'HANNIBAL LECTER' SEX MONSTER ON LOOSE

A HANNIBAL Lecter-style sex beast bit off a young woman's tongue in a frenzied assault
yesterday.

He also attacked two other women on a night of terror that has shaken even hardened
detectives.

They have launched a huge manhunt for the "fiend". The mutilated 26-year-old woman was
last night under sedation in hospital after the horrific attack in Blackpool.

Police warned women everywhere to be on their guard after the violent behaviour.

The suspect is described as white, 30 to 40 years old, with black hair and of a stocky build.
It happened in Bella Grove, just 500 yards from the seafront and echoed the mutilation carried out
by Hannibal Lecter.

She became the attacker's second victim in Blackpool after he persuaded her into his car.

Police said she suffered a "serious sexual assault” before her tongue was bitten off. She
then managed to escape.

The man had earlier jumped into a 35-year-old woman's car and indecently assaulted her.
But she fought him off and he ran away.

Finally, he drove 75 miles to Knutsford in Cheshire and rammed his car into a woman's.
She managed to run to safety.

Detectives warned women everywhere to be on their guard.
"This man must be caught,” said Det Supt lan Jones.

"He had already chosen one target who fought him off and then he stayed in the same area
to find a second victim on whom he committed this distressing and ferocious attack."
